OBEDIENCE CLASS SCHEDULE  
 
                                    
   SPRING/SUMMER 2016

PUPPY POUNCE:  4-week (1 hour) course for dogs 8 to 16 weeks old (pup must have had their initial Distemper/Parvo vaccine no less than 10 days prior to the start of class). This class will cover age specific issues such as housebreaking, desensitization to sights, sounds & handling, mouthing, bite inhibition and jumping up as well as beginning work on commands including sit, down and come. We will discuss what to expect in different stages of canine development and socialization and allow pups to socialize with other pups and humans during supervised “recess” periods. This is a more comprehensive and structured class than Play & Train. INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston CPDT-KA
PUPPY PLAY & TRAIN: 45-min sessions for puppies 8-20 weeks (pup must have had their initial Distemper/Parvo vaccine no less than 10 days prior to session). Stuck between puppy classes? Well, now you can start anytime! In this rolling-start class you can socialize your puppy in a safe and monitored environment and get some training tips as well! Each week a trainer will be on hand covering puppy specific management topics or teach new skills based on needs of the participants. Don’t let your pup miss out on learning crucial socialization, play and bite inhibition skills from his fellow pups. $25 per session or 6 sessions for $125 (must be paid 1st week and used before pup is 20 weeks old). Ballard only. INSTRUCTOR: Erica Wells
THE BASICS: 6-week basic obedience course for dogs 5 months and older who are non-reactive on leash (they do not bark, lunge etc. at passing dogs when on leash-if they do, please check out Difficult Dog or call us for an evaluation). Ballard & Georgetown. This class uses science based positive reinforcement methods only. The class covers canine thought, communication, leadership, management, jumping up and walking on a loose leash as well as practical commands such as sit, down, stay, wait, come, look, leave-it, and go to your place. Learn how, by using positive methods, you can prevent undesirable behaviors and gain desirable ones. Humans only 1st week of class. INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston, CPDT-KA 
TRICKS! 4-week class. Prerequisite: THE BASICS or prior instructor approval. Ballard & Georgetown
This is a FUN, relaxed class where DISobedience is encouraged! We want your dog to think and try new things. You will learn foundation skills to teach tricks such as bow, spin, crawl, roll over, & grab it, play piano, jump through a hoop (and many more!).  We will also give you the skills to continue with more complicated feats. INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston, CPDT-KA
BEYOND THE BASICS/Canine Good Citizen Prep: 4-week course (4th week is an extended class for CGC testing) for graduates of The Basics. This class continues our work from The Basics incorporating distractions, proofing and chaining behaviors and off-leash work. We will also practice the skills needed for passing the AKC’s Canine Good Citizen test. CGC evaluations on the last week of class (price included in the class fee).  Prerequisite: The Basics or prior instructor approval (private evaluation required). INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston, CPDT-KA
DIFFICULT DOG:  5-week class aimed at dogs that are reactive (bark, lunge, snap etc.) towards other dogs (or people, bikes…). Many of these dogs are fine with others off-leash but are reactive on-leash and have not yet learned impulse control. If your dog cannot calm down and connect with you in a classroom they will not be able to learn! This is a good intro for a reactive dog to later be able to enter The Basics. We will work on teaching the dogs to relax in the presence of other dogs and to have your dog look to YOU for cues on how they should react when other dogs are present. The price of this class includes a 30 minute private consultation to be completed at least 1 week prior to the start of class. INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston, CPDT-KA

DIFFICULT DOG DROP-IN: 45 min sessions for graduates of Difficult Dog only. Continuing practice with different dogs/humans in a controlled environment. Pre-registration required and spaces limited.

AGILITY FOR FUN: 4 weeks. This is an active class just for FUN! Learn to use agility equipment like weave poles, A-frame, see-saw, jumps and more! Experienced agility dogs also welcome. This class is outdoors; dress for it! Prerequisite: The Basics or instructor pre-test.. INSTRUCTOR: Erica Wells

AGILITY DROP-IN: Prerequisite: Agility at DDO or Instructor approval. Preregistration required.

K9 NOSEWORK LEVELS 1, 2 and Advanced: Level 1 includes Introduction to Nose Work & Introduction to Odor. 

This class focuses on teaching you how to encourage and develop your dog’s natural scenting abilities by using their desire to hunt and their love of toys, play, food and exercise. A great class for fun, confidence building, mental and physical stimulation and to find out just how good your dog’s nose is! For ALL ages and temperaments (see website for details). INSTRUCTOR: Erica Wells, CNWI

SEMINARS:

BARKS & BABES: 1.5 hr seminar for humans only. If you are planning or expecting this class is for you! Barks & Babes covers topics involved in the management of living with baby and dog and keeping all healthy and happy. Among other things, we will discuss safety (for dog and baby), body language cues from your dog, assessing your dog’s comfort level, disease/parasites, desensitizing dog to baby sounds/movements, helpful baby-specific training cues and how to walk and exercise your dog with baby in tow. INSTRUCTOR: Danette Johnston, CPDT-KA

LEASH WALKING/RECALL – 1 hour class for dogs & humans. Dogs must be at least 4 months old. $25 with dog, $10 without 

In this one-hour class we will tackle two of the biggest issues people have with their dog – walking on a loose leash and getting their dog to come! We will discuss, demo and practice easy loose leash walking techniques as well as easy ways to teach your dog a reliable recall command. Dogs must be non-reactive with others dogs (meaning that are not lunging, barking, snapping at others when on leash). Normal young dog exuberance is OK but if your dog is not able to redirect to you please ask us if our Difficult Dog class may be more appropriate for your dog. This class is open for dogs 4 months and up! So, if your dog is too old for PUPPY and too young for BASICS this is a great class to give them a jump-start! This is also a good class for those dogs (and humans) who may need a little “refresher.”

Classes are 1 hour except K9 Nose Work which is 1.5 hours.
